Paintball clothing - long sleeves & pants or sweatpants

Pajamas

Towel, hand towel, washcloth

Hat

Sunscreen

Camera and charger

Any cabin quiet-time activities:

         Games, Cards, Books, Coloring Books & Crayons or Markers

Flashlight and fresh batteries

Water bottle with strap (write name on it)

Pillow & Pillowcase

Sleeping Bag & Light blanket or sheet

Twin size foam pad, optional but advised especially for parents

Cell phone and charger (if desired)

Walkie Talkies with fresh batteries (helpful to find family members)

Small backpack to carry misc around camp and on hikes

Plastic tote to make it easy to carry to the showers

Ragger or Leathers previously received to wear at camp

Decades themed costume for the camp dance

Clothing for Tie Die

Money for Camp Store - $15 - $20

Optional (but helpful!) items for Cabin: Coffee, Coffeemaker & filters, Coffee Mug, (these are available in Dining Room however), CD or iPod Player, folding chairs, Advil, First Aid Kit or at least Bandaids & Neosporin, Digital Clock, 2 gal. water, paper cups, bug spray, bug repellent, moist towelettes, mirror, multi-plug for electrical outlet - only one outlet per cabin
